Competition times will be available and assigned on a first received, first filled basis, every reasonable effort will be made to accommodate all requests for a competition time. The deadline for registration is June 1st so don’t “dawdle” in getting your registration together, pick your favorite office and begin practicing. The competition will be judged using the current Ritual and the Constitution and Uniform Workbook of Instructions of Oregon.

This first year’s competition will focus on the ritual work of the five Star Points, Worthy Matron’s, Worthy Patron and Associate Patron opening and Initiatory work. 

The Star Point competition will be:

1. The Ritualistic Opening for a chosen Star Point

2. The complete Initiatory work for a chosen Star Point

INSTRUCTIONS FOR COMPETITORS

PLEASE READ CAREFULLY
ALL COMPETITORS:

All competitors will be judged using the Ritual signed by MWGM Rennie Ofton (2009) and the Constitution and Uniform Workbook of Instructions of Oregon. The Grand Secretary can supply you with a current copy in a short period of time.  Please be aware of the small print in your Ritual.

· A competitor will be immediately disqualified from the ritual Competition if (s)he fails to present a current copy of the Secret Work (if required) and/or proper Ritual at registration check-in, or (s)he arrives with a photocopy of the Secret Work or a Ritual that has been cut apart, copied, or “re-bound” into a spiral notebook.

WORTHY MATRON:

· The competitor may stand directly behind the podium during the lectures.  The Conductresses and candidates will face the East.

· The Prompter will give the cue to begin the competition.

· The first lecture begins on page 56 of the Ritual and concludes on page 57 of the Ritual with “invite you to preside.”

· The second lecture begins on page 77 of the Ritual and concludes on page 78 of the Ritual with “unite in prayer.”

WORTHY PATRON:

· The competitor may stand directly behind or to the left of the podium during the lecture.  The Conductresses and candidates will face the East.

· The courtesy Conductress will assist with the Signet and will give the appropriate responses during the Secret Work portion of the lecture.

· The Prompter will give the cue to begin the competition.

· The lecture begins on page 80 of the Ritual and concludes on page 86 of the Ritual with the instruction to the Conductress to conduct the candidates to the West.

· The competitor MUST bring a copy of the Secret Work.  A judge will lightly pencil in any errors.

ASSOCIATE PATRON: (No Secret Work required)
· The Associate Patron may stand wherever appropriate to the surroundings.  Ritual Assistants will assume their proper positions facing the Associate Patron.

· The lecture begins on page 86 of the Ritual and concludes on page 90 of the Ritual with the instruction to the Conductress to return to the Worthy Patron.

· For competition, the optional portions must be included.

INDIVIDUAL STAR POINT:

· The competition room will have a chair, a pedestal, an emblem, and ribbons.

· The competitor may have a few minutes to familiarize herself with the paraphernalia and to practice with the emblem.  However, the chair and pedestal may not be moved from their original positions.  You must adapt yourself to the set-up, as if you were a pro-tem at another chapter.

· The Prompter will give the cue to begin.  You will be seated, and the courtesy Conductress, Associate Conductress and two candidates will approach your station.  The Conductress will say, “Sister ____,” and you will respond.  The Conductress will say, “I present these sisters to receive instruction from you,” after which you will give your lecture.

· The competition concludes when you are seated, per page 60 of the Ritual.

· The competitor MUST bring a copy of the Secret Work.  A judge will lightly pencil in any errors.

· The lectures begin and end on the following pages: Adah- p60-63; Ruth- p.64-66; Esther – p.67-70; Martha- p.70-73; Electa - p.74-76.
